The  
advice you receive in this guide is designed to give you a place to start your journey 
of exploration.  Once you have the fundamentals well practiced, you will have the 
confidence to experiment with colour combinations and application techniques.  
You will be able to read other magazines and books and understand what is written 
and to discover what works for you best.  Create your own ‘Signature’ look or have 
fun keeping it fresh.  
 
All of the Oradess colour quads in the Lustrous Eyes Collection are designed  
specially for you to create a Natural, Classic and Glamorous look.  You will be ready 
for any occasion. In this Step-by-Step guide we will cover the special techniques 
used to create each of these looks.

1. YOUR TOOLS 

Your tools of course are very important.  Without quality supplies you will rarely 
achieve a quality result.  This starts with your Products and Applicators. 
  
Products 
This would be a whole other book and is covered in our hands on workshops  
however for the purpose of this Oradess Beauty eGuide, lets just say, we can  
guarantee that your Oradess Lustrous Eyes Collection and other Oradess products 
are quality and as this is our focus, this is good news. 

Always keep close on hand some cotton tips.  These are your best friend in the 
bathroom for blending and softening back edges or fixing up those tiny little  
mistakes.  If you need to wipe off a small smudge, dampen the cotton tip first. 
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1. YOUR TOOLS—CONTINUED 

Brushes & Applicators 

Brushes used for eyeshadow application come in all shapes and sizes and also in 
many different levels of quality.  Over the years you may have received brushes as a 
Give-Away with a cosmetics purchase.  Sometimes you can be lucky but most times 
you will find that the brushes dry out, lose bristles or just don’t hold any product in 
them.  A good Eyeshadow brush will be firm when you place the tip on the back of 
your hand, yet soft when you touch your eyelid.  Most good quality brushes will be 
made from a natural hair called Sable. 
There are many different brushes on the market and range considerably in price 
and purpose. When considering which brushes you need, follow this guide. 

• The bigger the brush, the bigger the area you will cover.   

• Longer bristle brushes will give a lighter application as it doesn’t hold as 
much shadow.   

• Smaller shorter bristles will enable you to create more 
definition and work in a smaller the area. 

• Short handled brushes can be easier to hold on to. 

• Natural hair ‘cruelty-free’ brushes will apply powders better than syn-
thetic.

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2. MAKE-UP PRINCIPLES 
Highlight and Shade  
Everything about your eyes is brilliantly unique.  Shapes, colours and contours all 
work to build a distinctive lustre.  It is important to understand the principles of 
highlight and shade so that you can enhance your eyes with make-up application.  
This principle is based on lighter (or shimmery) colours brightening and bringing 
forward an area and darker shades receding and creating definition. 

Everyone of course has different shaped eyes.  The diagram below will help you 
identify which shading techniques will work best for you.  If you can’t see yourself 
here—that’s okay, just pick the one closest.  Remember that darker semi-matte to 
matte colours are best for shading and are generally applied toward the outer  
corner of the eye. Whilst lighter more shimmery colours are great for highlighting, 
particular under the brow and opening up the inner corner of your eye.

Understanding Colour 

Colour is an expression of your personality  however there are definitely some  
colours that will work better for you than others.  As a guide to help you out we 
have suggested the eye colours that will best suit the Eyeshadow Colour Quad  
Collection, however it is also perfectly okay to experiment and wear other colours 
that you enjoy.  
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Hazel eyes—you can use either the brown or green eyes depending on how much of either of 
those colours you have in your eyes.

Preparing a great base  
Create a lasting base for your eyeshadow by applying a fine layer of foundation over 
the lid and up to the brow.  This will even out skin tone and give your eyeshadow 
something to adhere to, which will make it look better for longer.  If you use a  
liquid foundation make sure you set it with a light layer of powder-not too much. 

If you suffer from dark or red pigment around the eyes you may like to try a  
specialised eye primer product which is designed to cut out any skin discolouration 
coming through.  It is best to use a very light textured product, you don’t want 
heavy, waxy products around the delicate eye area.  Try a product that will double 
as a concealer to help cover dark circles as well. 

Simultaneous application 
Sound complicated? Not really.  This just means that applying a little each side  
before you move on to the next stage will help you keep the balance in perspective. 
If you complete one eye first it can be hard to match the other side. 

 

3. APPLICATION TECHNIQUES 

Now that you have reviewed what Eye Shape you are and which Colour Quad/s 

will suit you best. You will find below an Eye Map which is a reference guide for the 
eye application techniques explained in the following pages.  If you are unsure any-
time, just refer back to this page. 
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Defining Lines 
If your hand is not very steady, trying using your other hand for support or if you 
can lean on your dressing table or counter top.  If the skin is a little loose on the lid, 
gently pull the corner of the eye outward to create a smooth surface.  Keep your 
liner as close to the lash line as possible. 

If in doubt, chuck it out! 
Don’t forget that make-up has used by dates.  To get the best out of your products 
you should replace them as per the recommended time.  In particular mascara 
should be replaced every 4-6 months as recommended by ophthalmologists . Short 
story is that bacteria can develop very quickly and can be potentially destructive to 
your eyes.  Also consider your liquid products too.  These should be every 12-18   
months, depending on the manufacturers recommendations.  Using products past 
their used by date can cause skin irritation—so be sensible.  If you start to itch, 
make sure you pitch! 

Cutesy Eye Kicks 

You know the ones I am talking about...the eyes that Audrey Hepburn, Marilyn 
Monroe, Sophia Loren all made the famous.  This can be a tricky technique and you 
can wind up looking as if you eye is dragged down. 
An effective kick on the edge of your eye can extend the visual appearance of a 
small eye or enhance an almond shaped eye beautifully. 
You have applied your eye definer as usual and you will resharpen before you create 
your kick.   
If we were to apply it to the right eye: 
 - Look directly into the mirror and turn your head slightly to the left 
-  With your left hand (assuming you are right handed) and very gently stretch the 
    skin.  
-   Your sharp pencil in the right hand extend the line straight out a few millimetres  
      and flick the end. 

This will help you to avoid dragging the eye down which is what normally happens 
if you do this with your eyes closed.  Keeping it up, makes sure your eyes look lifted 
and keeps the years at bay.

Best suits: Brown or Hazel Eyes  (Blue Eyes) 
 
NATURAL LOOK (Base/Lid Colour) 

Using a large eyeshadow brush apply Gold Satin  
or Radiant Copper across the entire lid by pressing  
the colour into the entire lid, make sure you take it to the inner corner.   
Wipe the excess colour off your brush and blend some translucent powder or a light covering of 
Gold Satin to the brow line, make sure it is only a very light covering. 
Eyeliner: Optional 
Lashes: 1 coat of mascara for a natural lash look 
 
CLASSIC LOOK (Create a Socket) 

Using the edge of a medium brush apply Warm Chestnut or Brown Stone to the outside corner 
working inwards along the socket line (see Eye Map pg8).  This will help to create contour and that is 
perfect for your eyes. Don’t forget to soften the edges by blending with a cotton tip. 
Want more definition?  Apply with the edge of a small brush the Brown Stone into the lash 
line either 1/3 or 2/3 across. 
Eyeliner: Apply your eyeliner across the top of the lashes as close as possible to the base. If you 
apply underneath apply it into the lashes. 
Lashes: 2 generous coats of mascara, ensuring to separate and wriggle the applicator at the base. 
 
GLAMOUR (Smokey Eyes)  

Bring out your inner glow by applying the Warm Chestnut across the entire eyelid pressing the 
colour in with your medium shadow brush, then blend it into the socket with your smaller brush. 
Focus the intensity on the outer corner by adding Brown Stone.  Extend the Brown Stone  
underneath the entire lower lash line.   
Use the Gold Satin to blend a very light layer of shadow to the brow, then to highlight apply 
Gold Satin more intensely just under the brow and on the inner corner of your eye. 
Eyeliner: Apply the eye definer across the top of the lid as close to the base of the lashes as  
possible.  If your hand is a little unsteady, apply from the outside toward the inner corner.  Add a 
little drama by applying your pencil on the inside rim of your eye. 
Lashes: Apply 2 coats of mascara along all lashes and then add a third coat to the out corners.  
Get the wand right at the base of the lashes and wriggle the brush as you pull it through.  Use a 
heated lash curler straight away to add some extra curl. 
 
Julia’s tip:  For a pretty summer look, blend the Gold Satin and the Radiant Copper on the 
outer edge of the eye and underneath the lashes.  Lip Rouge—Wisteria (13) looks great with 
this or a touch of Liquid Lustre—Seduction lipgloss. 
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Green Eyes—Lustrous Eyes Collection

Antique White | Green Chiffon | Winter Sage | Charcoal  
Eye Definer: Charcoal 

Mascara: Black 

Best suits: Green or Hazel Eyes  
 
NATURAL LOOK (Base/Lid Colour) 

Using a large eyeshadow brush apply  
Green Chiffon across the entire lid by pressing  
the colour into the entire lid, make sure you take t to the inner corner.   
Wipe the excess colour off your brush and blend some translucent powder or a light covering of 
Antique White to the brow line, make sure it is only a very light covering. 
Eyeliner: Optional 
Lashes: 1 coat of mascara for a natural lash look 
 
CLASSIC LOOK (Create a Socket) 

Using the edge of a medium brush apply Winter Sage or Charcoal to the outside corner work-
ing inwards along the socket line (see Eye Map pg8).  This will help to create contour and that is  
perfect for your eyes. Don’t forget to soften the edges by blending with a cotton tip. 
Want more definition?  Apply with the edge of a small brush the Charcoal into the lash line 
either 1/3 or 2/3 across. 
Eyeliner: Apply your eyeliner across the top of the lashes as close as possible to the base. If you 
apply underneath apply it into the lashes. 
Lashes: 2 generous coats of mascara, ensuring to separate and wriggle the applicator at the base. 
 
GLAMOUR (Smokey Eyes)  

Bring out your inner goddess by applying the Charcoal across the entire eyelid pressing the  
colour in with your medium shadow brush, then blend it into the socket with your smaller brush. 
Focus the intensity on the outer corner by adding more Charcoal or layer Winter Sage.  Extend 
the Charcoal underneath the entire lower lash line.   
Use the Antique White to blend a very light layer of shadow to the brow, then to highlight apply 
Antique White more intensely just under the brow and on the inner corner of your eye. 
Eyeliner: Apply the eye definer across the top of the lid as close to the base of the lashes as  
possible.  If your hand is a little unsteady, apply from the outside toward the inner corner.  Add a 
little drama by applying your pencil on the inside rim of your eye. 
Lashes: Apply 2 coats of mascara along all lashes and then add a third coat to the out corners.  
Get the wand right at the base of the lashes and wriggle the brush as you pull it through.  Use a 
heated lash curler straight away to add some extra curl. 
 
Julia’s tip:  Layer your Antique White and Charcoal to create a beautiful soft Silver sheen 
around your eyes.  Liquid Lustre—Satinizer lipgloss is the perfect accompaniment to these 
colours.

Antique White | Gold Satin | Charcoal | Blue Sapphire  
Eye Definer: Navy 

Mascara: Black 
Best suits: Blue or Grey Eyes  (Dark Brown) 
 
NATURAL LOOK (Base/Lid Colour) 

Using a large eyeshadow brush apply Gold Satin  
across the entire lid by pressing the colour into the  
entire lid, make sure you take it to the inner corner.   
Wipe the excess colour off your brush and blend the Antique White to the brow line lightly. 
Eyeliner: Optional 
Lashes: 1 coat of mascara for a natural lash look 
 
CLASSIC LOOK (Create a Socket) 

Using the edge of a medium brush apply Charcoal to the outside corner working inwards along 
the socket line (see Eye Map pg8).  This will help to create contour and that is perfect for your eyes. 
Don’t forget to soften the edges by blending with a cotton tip.  If you like, you can add a little 
Blue Sapphire over the top. 
Want more definition?  Apply with the edge of a small brush the Charcoal into the lash line 
either 1/3 or 2/3 across. 
Eyeliner: Apply your eyeliner across the top of the lashes as close as possible to the base. If you 
apply underneath apply it into the lashes. 
Lashes: 2 generous coats of mascara, ensuring to separate and wriggle the applicator at the base. 
 
GLAMOUR (Smokey Eyes)  

Bring out your inner seductress by applying the Charcoal across the entire eyelid pressing the 
colour in with your medium shadow brush, then blend it into the socket with your smaller brush. 
Focus the intensity on the outer corner.  Extend the Charcoal underneath the  
entire lower lash line.   
Use the Antique White to blend a very light layer of shadow to the brow, then apply either  
Antique White or Gold Satin more intensely just under the brow and on the inner corner of 
your eye. 
Eyeliner: Apply the eye definer across the top of the lid as close to the base of the lashes as  
possible.  If your hand is a little unsteady, apply from the outside toward the inner corner.  Add a 
little drama by applying your pencil on the inside rim of your eye. 
Lashes: Apply 2 coats of mascara along all lashes and then add a third coat to the out corners.  
Get the wand right at the base of the lashes and wriggle the brush as you pull it through.  Use a 
heated lash curler straight away to add some extra curl. 
 
Julia’s tip:  Make your eye pop by applying gold to the centre of the lid.  Another way to create 
something different is to either layer the Blue Sapphire over the Charcoal or replace it all  
entirely. 
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Glamour Eyes—Lustrous Eyes Collection 

Eyeshadow Quad:  
Lilac Snow | Pink Lavender | Tender Rose | Purple Velvet  
Eye Definer: Black 

Mascara: Black 

Best suits: All coloured eyes 
 
NATURAL LOOK (Base/Lid Colour) 

Using a large eyeshadow brush apply Pink Lavender  
or Tender Rose across the entire lid by pressing the  
colour into the entire lid, make sure you take it to the inner corner.   
Wipe the excess colour off your brush and blend some translucent powder or a light covering of 
Lilac Snow to the brow line, make sure it is only a very light covering. 
Eyeliner: Optional 
Lashes: 1 coat of mascara for a natural lash look 
 
CLASSIC LOOK (Create a Socket) 

Using the edge of a medium brush apply Purple Velvet to the outside corner working inwards 
along the socket line (see Eye Map pg8).  This will help to create contour and that is perfect for your 
eyes. Don’t forget to soften the edges by blending with a cotton tip. 
Want more definition?  Apply with the edge of a small brush the Purple Velvet into the lash 
line either 1/3 or 2/3 across. 
Eyeliner: Apply your eyeliner across the top of the lashes as close as possible to the base. If you 
apply underneath apply it into the lashes. 
Lashes: 2 generous coats of mascara, ensuring to separate and wriggle the applicator at the base. 
 
GLAMOUR (Smokey Eyes)  

Bring out your inner seductress by applying the Purple Velvet across the entire eyelid pressing 
the colour in with your medium shadow brush, then blend it into the socket with your smaller 
brush. Focus the intensity on the outer corner.  Extend the Purple Velvet underneath the  
entire lower lash line.   
Use the Lilac Snow to blend a very light layer of shadow to the brow, then apply a more intense 
application just under the brow and on the inner corner of your eye. 
Eyeliner: Apply the eye definer across the top of the lid as close to the base of the lashes as  
possible.  If your hand is a little unsteady, apply from the outside toward the inner corner.  Add a 
little drama by applying your pencil on the inside rim of your eye. 
Lashes: Apply 2 coats of mascara along all lashes and then add a third coat to the out corners.  
Get the wand right at the base of the lashes and wriggle the brush as you pull it through.  Use a 
heated lash curler straight away to add some extra curl. 
 
Julia’s tip:  Remember to balance your lip colour with your eyes.  If you have chosen to Smoke 
up your eyes, apply a light lip pencil and gloss or lipstick such as Oradess Lip Rouge Praline (03) 
or Dirty Pink (07). 
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Neutral Eyes—Lustrous Eyes Collection 

Eyeshadow Quad:  
Vanilla Cream | Petal Pink | Champagne Beige | Rich Chocolate  
Eye Definer: Charcoal 

Mascara: Black 

Best suits: All coloured eyes 

 
NATURAL LOOK (Base/Lid Colour) 

Using a large eyeshadow brush apply Champagne Beige  
or Petal Pink across the entire lid by pressing the colour into the  
skin, make sure you take it to the inner corner, then sweep back and  
forth on the edge of the brush.  Wipe the excess colour off your brush and blend the Vanilla Cream to 
the brow line. 
Eyeliner: Optional 
Lashes: 1 coat of mascara for a natural lash look 
 
CLASSIC LOOK (Create a Socket) 

Using the edge of a medium brush apply Rich Chocolate to the outside corner working inwards 
along the socket line (see Eye Map pg8).  This will help to create contour and that is perfect for your 
eyes. Don’t forget to soften the edges by blending with a cotton tip. 
Want more definition?  Apply with the edge of a small brush the Rich Chocolate into the lash 
line either 1/3 or 2/3 across. 
Eyeliner: Apply your eyeliner across the top of the lashes as close as possible to the base. If you 
apply underneath apply it into the lashes. 
Lashes: 2 generous coats of mascara, ensuring to separate and wriggle the applicator at the base. 

 
GLAMOUR (Smokey Eyes)  

Bring out your inner goddess by applying the Rich Chocolate across the entire eyelid pressing 
the colour in with your medium shadow brush, then blend it into the socket with your smaller 
brush. Focus the intensity on the outer corner.  Extend the Rich Chocolate underneath the  
entire lower lash line.   
Use the Vanilla Cream to blend upward to underneath the brow.  Highlight under the brow & in 
the corner of your eye by applying a small amount of Champagne Beige to catch the light—
don’t blend it in. 
Eyeliner: Apply the eye definer across the top of the lid as close to the base of the lashes as  
possible.  If your hand is a little unsteady, apply from the outside toward the inner corner.  Add a 
little drama by applying your pencil on the inside rim of your eye. 
Lashes: Apply 2 coats of mascara along all lashes and then add a third coat to the out corners.  
Get the wand right at the base of the lashes and wriggle the brush as you pull it through.  Use a 
heated lash curler straight away to add some extra curl. 
 
Julia’s tip:  Always use a sharp eye liner pencil when drawing lines and try applying a little 
Champagne Beige or Petal Pink to the centre of the eye lid to make it stand out. 
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
